Pool Committee: 

A motion was made to allow Smith Academy to have their new family picnic at the pool on Friday even-

ing, August 12, from 5 – closing.  They will be charged the regular $3 guest fee and will pay for an 

extra lifeguard if one is required. 

A motion was made to allow the Myers Park band to use the pool on a weekday for the regular guest fee 

of $3.
